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Abstract

The research dealt with the social, economic, educational and health impacts of the
war on the Syrian society, and aimed to describe the social effects of displacement
because of its direct and indirect negative repercussions on the family. As an
effective institution concerned with the individual and society through socialization,
the research found that the displaced family lost many of its material and moral life
components, which negatively affected children. The research was based on
questions, the most important of which are the social effects of war on children? How

well is a socially displaced child accepted by the people around him?

The research relied on the descriptive analytical method, and data collection tools
(questionnaire) were used, and several research methods were followed such as a
social survey by sample, and a case study of a group of children. Observation and
interview methods were also used with displaced families from the Yarmouk Basin to
shelter the Green School in Daraa city, which was taken as a case model in
identifying the difficult conditions in which children live, and knowing the most
important social, health (physical and psychological) and educational needs that
must be provided to them. The research reached the most important results: Poor
social care for displaced children, as many of them suffer from social and
psychological problems, neglect in the educational aspect, misuse of work, and
exposure to various types of violence. The research recommends the need to pay
attention to the institutions of social upbringing of children to reintegrate them into
society and correct their behavior, and that the state work to establish safety in the

areas of origin of the displaced to facilitate return to them.
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
