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Abstract:

This thesis aims to provide an epistemological approach to the philosophy
of liquidity, which was developed by the philosopher Zygmunt Bauman. This
philosophy is based on a specific understanding of the modern era and its
reflections on all levels of society, from the macro levels (political, economic, and

cultural) to the micro levels (the daily lives of individuals).

In order to achieve this approach, the thesis seeks to capture the
methodological features of the philosophy of liquidity, define the basic concepts
linguistically and terminologically, analyze the structure and structure of the
method, in addition to the epistemological justifications on which Bauman based
his philosophy. Moreover, the thesis seeks to clarify the epistemological
implications of the three main fields from which Bauman drew his philosophy,
represented by the field of politics, the field of economics, and the field of culture,
and to utilize these implications in shaping the features of liquid modernity on the
one hand, and solid modernity on the other hand. In order to do so, the thesis
examines the philosophical references that Bauman drew on his philosophy with

criticism and analysis, such as the Frankfurt School and Michel Foucault.

The thesis also addresses the ethical aspect as a practical reflection of
the changes that contributed to shaping society in liquid modernity. In the context
of the analysis of the ethical aspect, the thesis addresses the ethical crisis in the
liquid modernity stage, and its social problems. Then, the thesis examines and
criticizes the basic ethical questions, and references to other philosophers, primarily
the philosophy of Emmanuel Levinas on the one hand, and the philosophy of
Habermas on the other. In the context of this approach, the thesis analyzes and
criticizes the places of intellectual influences, and the way in which Bauman utilized
the philosophy of these philosophers within the framework of his philosophy and

analyzed its ethical effectiveness.
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
