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Abstract

Modernity entered the poetic text and made it a text charged with more complex human
Issues, with the variables it carries that made the text build its intellectual, linguistic and aesthetic
principles on it in a world in which the variables began to constitute a starting point towards the
unknown that disturbed the creator and the recipient together, so modernity began to tamper with
the language of the text and its images. Poetry, with its vocabulary and structures, draws its
Images on symbols and myths coming from the ancient heritage, because of the forward-looking
predictions that carry within them satisfactory answers, in addition to the shaking of its music,
and the declaration of rebellion against it and the resort to rhythm as the main factor in the making
of modernist poetry music.
