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Abstract

The study aimed to monitor the reality of social problems related to work and
education for displaced Syrian families and to identify the social and demographic
characteristics of the study sample members and the extent of their impact on their
confrontation with social problems. The importance of the study was embodied in its
treatment of the phenomenon of displacement as it is considered one of the most
important research topics that Syrian society is currently suffering from. The study
adopted the descriptive analytical approach and the original population of the study
was represented by all families displaced to the city of Latakia. The study sample
reached (300) displaced families located in the Saqubin area, and The unit of
analysis was the father and mother of the families as a questionnaire designated for
the purposes of the study was applied to them after ensuring its validity and

reliability. The study reached results, the most important of which are:

1. The types of social problems, from the point of view of the sample members, and
according to the extent to which displaced families face them, were arranged as
follows: housing problems ranked first with a percentage of (30%), and the problem
of family disintegration came in second place with a percentage of (19.3%). While
integration problems ranked third with a rate of (16%). In fourth place came work
problems with a rate of (13.6%), Whereas children’s problems in education came
in fifth place with a rate of (11.6%). In last place was the problem of social
exclusion with a rate of (9.3%) of sample individuals.

2. There is a statistically significant correlation between the reason for abandoning a
job obtained by displaced persons and the gender variable.

3. There is no statistically significant correlation between the reason for the displaced

children’s discrimination in education and the region of displacement variable.
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
