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Abstract

Freedom of expression stands as a paramount concern that various
peoples and groups have battled for across history, gaining significant
attention due to its pivotal role in human life. Our research revolved
around this concept, delving into the legal foundation of freedom of
expression and its incorporation within the constitutional articles of
studied nations. We explored how the legislators, in accordance with the
respective political systems, manage and structure this freedom, aligning
it with international human rights principles

Furthermore, we examined diverse forms of freedom of expression,
encompassing press freedom, a vital facet essential for robust exercise of
expression and fundamental for representative democracy. Peaceful
demonstrations, a mode of expression, have emerged as a prevalent
societal phenomenon, expressing collective grievances. The right to
peaceful assembly, integral since antiquity, serves as an avenue for
collaboration and articulating perspectives

Our study also traversed global and regional human rights agreements
that intersect with freedom of expression, highlighted by the 1948
Universal Declaration of Human Rights. International treaties like the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and the Convention on
the Rights of the Child underscored the significance of expression across
age groups. Unique among these, the European Convention on Human
Rights of 1950, as well as the 1789 French Declaration of Human and
Citizen Rights, provided intricate insights into expression freedoms

The American Convention on Human Rights of 1969 acknowledged
expression as a fundamental right, encompassing the quest to acquire,
share, and disseminate information via diverse mediums, transcending
geographical boundaries. Our research addressed key limitations on
freedom of expression, seeking equilibrium between individual rights and
societal interests



Examining legislative and judicial safeguards for freedom of expression,
we discussed the role of ordinary and administrative judiciaries, along
with their enforcement of international human rights conventions.
Comparative constitutional systems also factored into our exploration
