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Abstract

Economic policy encompasses a range of policies that work on one or more important
economic quantities, and fiscal and monetary policies occupy an important place among others
because of their importance in achieving the multiple objectives pursued by economies. The
tools of these policies are one of the most important instruments of economic management in
achieving economic development and eliminating problems that impede economic stability,
through the role played by both public spending and taxes, loans, public debt on the one hand,
as well as various monetary policy instruments (discount rate instrument, compulsory reserve
rates, exchange rate.,...) On the other hand, in influencing aggregate demand and aggregate
supply and then on macroeconomic variables.

The importance of these policies is also reflected in the fact that they are among the
most important tools available to economic authorities to achieve the major objectives of
economic policy such as full employment. To achieve economic growth, tackle recession and
unemployment and reduce the phenomenon of inflation, Through these goals, the choice
between them depends on the extent to which each other's working conditions and the type of
financial system are provided. And relying on one policy but not the other often leads to
contradiction. What one policy adopts is demolished by the other. The adoption of both policies
simultaneously is a fait accompli with the need to coordinate their objectives. And prioritizing
one policy does not mean preferring it from the other. It is the circumstances that give each
other's leading role.

The importance of this research is due to the need to coordinate these fiscal and
monetary policies with a view to removing the risks surrounding the country's financial and
economic stability. The Syrian national economy, in view of the current economic crisis, has
identified a general budget deficit, high inflation rate, payments rate and increased
unemployment rates. This has led us to study and examine the need to harmonize fiscal and
monetary laws to reduce the negative economic effects of the crisis and to achieve greater
effectiveness in affecting the situation and direction of economic activity in the context of the
country's economic crisis.

Through this study, we will try to highlight the economic variables of the Syrian
economy in the current crisis and demonstrate the importance of harmonizing fiscal and
monetary laws in controlling economic crises in general and their role in the Syrian economic

crisis in particular.
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
