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Abstract

Precautionary seizure is a precautionary measure based on restricting the debtor's
authority over his money, by placing the debtor's money at the disposal of the judiciary
until the end of the judicial dispute, in order to prevent the debtor from disposing of his
money or smuggling it to the detriment of the rights of the seizing creditor. The Syrian
legislator did not set all the legal rules governing precautionary attachment within the body
of a single law that can be referred to, in order to find out the legal principles governing
precautionary attachment as one of the most important precautionary measures that lead
to preserving and protecting the rights of creditors withholding against debtors who are

seized.

The aim of this research is to work on collecting all the legal texts related to
precautionary detention, which are spread in several different laws, where some of these
legal texts were included by the legislator within the general legal rules stipulated in the
body of the Code of Civil Procedure, and some of them were included and stipulated in
special legislation. In order to present the legal system of precautionary attachment in the
Syrian legislation, by defining the competent authorities to place the precautionary
attachment in the Syrian legislation, and the cases in which the legislator authorized, if
available, the request for the precautionary attachment, and indicating the mechanism
that must be followed when requesting the precautionary attachment, and standing on the
effects of the issuance of the precautionary attachment decision, whether regarding the
rights of the creditor withholding or regarding the restriction of the debtor’s authority over
his money, and indicating the extent to which decisions issued within the scope of the
precautionary attachment can be appealed by the seizer, the seized person, and others,

and the fate of the precautionary attachment. Based on the analytical method.

To show that the Syrian legislator adopted the principle of duality in granting the authority
to place precautionary detention, as it granted the authority to place precautionary
detention to each of the judiciary, and to bodies of an independent nature that are

regulated by special legislation.
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
