Abstract

The aim of the research is to know the level of students’ motivation towards
enrolling in a master’s degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities (Damascus
— Al-Baath - Aleppo), and to reveal the differences between the average scores of
students with regard to the level of their motivation towards joining a master’s
degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities (Damascus — Al-Baath — Aleppo)
according to the following variables: (gender — age — type of master’s level -
academic level — type of university), and the research tool is represented by a
questionnaire: the level of motivation of graduate students towards enrolling in a
master’s degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities, and the descriptive
approach was used, and the sample of the research was withdrawn by an inventory
method The total number of the sample was (111) male and female students
registered in the Arabic Language Teaching Department in Syrian universities
(Damascus - Aleppo — Al-Baath).

After presenting the research tool to the arbitrators and verifying its validity and
reliability, the research reached the following results:

1. The level of students' motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree in Arabic

language education in Syrian universities is significantly high (72.4%).
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2. The level of students' internal motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree
in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities was very, very high (85%).

3. The level of students' scientific motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree
in Arabic language education in Syrian universities was very, very high (90.4%).
4. The level of students' psychological motivation towards enrolling in a master's
degree in Arabic language education in Syrian universities was significantly high
(83.4%).

5. The level of external students' motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree
in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities was medium (63%).

6. The level of students' academic motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree
in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities was medium (63%).

7. The level of students' economic motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree
in Arabic language education in Syrian universities was medium with a rate of
(63-8%).

8. The level of students' social motivation towards enrolling in a master's degree in
Arabic language education in Syrian universities was medium with a rate of
(59-6%).

9. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the

average scores of students with regard to the level of their motivation towards
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enrolling in a master's degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities, according to
the gender variable.

10. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the
average scores of students with regard to the level of their motivation towards
enrolling in a master's degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities according to
the age variable.

11. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the
average scores of students with regard to the level of their motivation towards
enrolling in a master's degree in Arabic language education in Syrian universities
according to the variable of the academic level.

12. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the
average scores of students with regard to the level of their motivation towards
enrolling in a master's degree in teaching Arabic in Syrian universities according to
the master's type variable.

13. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the
average scores of students with regard to the level of their internal motivation
towards enrolling in a master's degree in Arabic language education in Syrian
universities, according to the university type variable.

14. There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the

average scores of students with regard to the level of their academic motivation
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towards enrolling in a master's degree in Arabic language education in Syrian
universities according to the university type variable in favor of the universities of
Aleppo and Al-Baath.

15. There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between the
average scores of students with regard to the level of their external motivation
towards enrolling in a master's degree in Arabic language education in Syrian
universities according to the university type variable in favor of Al-Baath University.
