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Abstract

The research aimed to identify a list of criteria for evaluating the educational
content of listening skills on websites for teaching Arabic to non-native speakers,
and to evaluate the educational content of listening skills at the beginner level on
websites for teaching Arabic to non-native speakers. The research adopted the
descriptive analytical approach, and the research sample was chosen
intentionally, and consisted of six websites for teaching Arabic to non-native
speakers. The research tool was represented in the list of criteria for evaluating
educational content of listening skills at the beginner level on websites for
teaching Arabic to non-native speakers, which was converted into an evaluation
form applied to the websites, and consisted of five main areas: listening skills,
text, evaluation, multimedia, technical and artistic aspects, under which (159)
sub-indicators fall. The research reached several results that can be summarized

as follows:

-The Rosetta Stone website has (106) sub-indicators at a percentage of
(66.67%), which is a (high) level, and the Arab City website has (96) sub-
indicators at a percentage of (60.38%), which is a (high) level, and the Interactive
Arabic website has (91) sub-indicators at a percentage of (57.23%), which is an
(average) level, and the websites (Arab Voices, Duolingo) have (85) sub-
indicators at a percentage of (53.46%), which is an (average) level, and the Live
Mocha website has (75) sub-indicators at a percentage of (47.17%), which is an

(average) level.

-The degree of availability of educational content evaluation criteria for the
beginner level listening skill in the websites for teaching Arabic to non-native
speakers was as follows: indicators for the (listening skills) field were available
in all six websites at a rate of (31.41%), which is a (low) level, indicators for the
(text) field were available in all six websites at a rate of (70.93%), which is a
(high) level, indicators for the (evaluation) field were available in all six websites
at a rate of (55.56%), which is a (medium) level, indicators for the (multimedia)

field were available in all six websites at a rate of (52.92%), which is a (medium)



level, and indicators for the (technical and artistic aspects) field were available

in all six websites at a rate of (63.46%), which is a (high) level.

A qualitative analysis of the websites for teaching Arabic to non-native speakers
in the research sample; by identifying the positive and negative aspects in the

educational content for the beginner level of listening skill in those websites.
