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Abstract

Research Title: Development of evaluation activities in Arabic learning books for
non-native speakers at the Higher Language Institute at Damascus University
according to the alternative assessment.

The objective of this research is to analyze the evaluation activities in the Arabic
learning books for non-native speakers which is accredited at the Higher Institute
of Languages (intermediate level), to determine the levels of the evaluation
activities included in the books according to the developed Bloom taxonomy of
the cognitive domain, and to identify the extent to which these books include the
alternative evaluation methods and the types of these methods. The dissertation
also aims to define the appropriate activities for non-native Arabic learners
(intermediate level) by developing new models of assessment activities according
to the alternative evaluation methods in the Arabic learning (intermediate level)
books for-non-native speakers that are approved by the institute .

To achieve this, we followed the descriptive approach, including content
analysis. The research examined a sample of the assessment activities and
exercises included in the Arabic learning books for non-native speakers which
were published by the Higher Institute of Languages at the University of
Damascus. The books under examination are for the intermediate level with its
sub-levels: (lower - middle - higher).

The researcher designed a tool to analyze evaluation activities in the Arabic
learning books for non-native speakers (intermediate level) that were published by
the Higher Institute of Languages at Damascus University according to the
developed Bloom taxonomy of the cognitive domain and to the alternative

evaluation methods.
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
