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Attitudes of students of the Faculty of Mass Communication at
Damascus University towards the Arab-English phenomenon (Al-
Arabisi)

Summary

The aim of the research is to reveal the attitudes of the students of the Faculty of Mass
Communication at the University of Damascus towards the Arabizi phenomenon. The
nature of the research necessitated the use of the descriptive analytical method, and
the research sample included (1300) male and female students; The researcher chose a
number of students at random from different academic years in the formal and open
education systems at the College of Mass Communication. The questionnaire tool was
applied to them, and one of the most important results of the research: the existence of
a neutral trend according to the estimation of the research sample members of the
students, as the rank average of the response of the research sample members reached
(3.05). It is noted that the largest percentage of students have neutral attitudes towards
this phenomenon, and it came in the first place with a percentage of (68.84%), and the
presence of a low level according to the estimation of the members of the research
sample of students; The ordinal average of the response of the research sample
members reached (2.50), and it is noted that the neutral trend ranked first by (66.64%)
of the students towards the Al-Arabizi phenomenon and its use as a language for
written communication, while the positive and negative trends were close to this
phenomenon with the students’ tendency to the negative trend towards the
phenomenon Al-Arabizi (17.15%), and there is a positive trend among students of the
Faculty of Information at the University of Damascus about the effect of (Al-Arabizi)
in limiting the spread of the Arabic language, as the rank average of the response of
the research sample members reached (3.15). It is noted that students' attitudes were
largely neutral (72.23%) towards the effect of Al-Arabizi in limiting the spread of the
Arabic language, followed by positive trends with a percentage of (15.76%), while
negative trends were less by (12.00%), and there are statistically significant
differences between the average scores of Students’ responses to the questionnaire
about students’ attitudes towards the Al-Arabizi phenomenon due to the variable of
sex in favor of the female research sample members, and the absence of statistically
significant differences between the average scores of students’ answers about the
questionnaire about students’ attitudes towards the Al-Arabizi phenomenon due to the
environment variable, and the presence of statistically significant differences between
the average scores Students’ responses to the questionnaire about students’ attitudes
towards the Al-Arabiz phenomenon are attributed to the variable of the type of
education in favor of the members of the open education research sample, and there
are statistically significant differences between the average degrees of students’
answers about the questionnaire about students’ attitudes towards the Al-Arabizi
phenomenon due to the variable of the school year in favor of students in the first
academic year .
