Abstract
The research aimed to identify the effectiveness of multiple intelligences

activities in the achievement and reading comprehension skills of the seventh
grade students in the Arabic language subject. The research relied on the
experimental method, and the research sample included (80) male and female
students from the seventh-grade students in the schools of Damascus
Governorate. There are statistically significant differences between the mean
scores of the answers of the students of the experimental group and the students
of the control group in the direct post-application of the reading comprehension
skills test, and the academic achievement test in favor of the students of the
experimental group, and there is a correlation relationship Positivity with
statistical significance between the scores of the students of the experimental
group in the academic achievement test and their scores in the reading
comprehension skills test. Academic achievement can be predicted through
reading comprehension skills, and the effect of reading comprehension skills on
academic achievement is a direct significant effect; Academic achievement

increases with reading comprehension skills.
