Summary

Study title: “Designing educational units for legal purposes for learners of the Arabic
language who are non-native speakers”.

Objective of the study: It aimed to identify the legal topics that teachers consider
appropriate for learners of the Arabic language who speak other languages for legal
purposes, prepare lists of common vocabulary and structures in the legal field, identify
the linguistic needs of learners of the Arabic language who speak other languages for
legal purposes, and design three educational units for teaching Arabic for legal purposes.
My learners Arabic for non-native speakers is directed to the highest advanced level, in
addition to providing a teacher’s guide, a book for additional exercises, and enrichment
reading texts.

Study methodology: The study adopted the descriptive approach.

Study sample: The research sample consisted of: legal specialists holding a master’s
degree and doctorate in law - Damascus University, lawyers and judges - the Ministry of
Justice - the Syrian Arab Republic, numbering (YA) legal specialists, and teachers of the
Arabic language to speakers of other languages at the Higher Institute of Languages-
Damascus University, and the Arabic Language Teaching Institute - Mezzeh. / Ministry
of Education in the Syrian Arab Republic, numbering (YY) male and female teachers.
Study tools: a list of legal topics, two lists of common vocabulary and structures in the
legal field, and a questionnaire that included (°Y) items.

Study results: The research reached the following results:

V. The needs of non-native Arabic language learners were arranged from the point of
view of non-native Arabic language teachers as follows: professional in first place, then
academic, then general linguistic.

Y The study presented a list of topics in which the appropriate legal topics for learners

were identified from the teachers’ point of view and were used in the educational units,



which revolve around the family (personal status law) and contracts (civil law). The list
can be used to search for these topics to expand reading.

¥. The study provided a list of common legal vocabulary in the field of daily legal work.
¢, The study provided a list of common legal structures in the field of daily legal work.

°©. It is difficult to rank language skills in terms of importance in the field of teaching
Arabic for legal purposes. They are all important for the learner of Arabic for legal
purposes. He must read a circular, memorandum, or legal literature and references, and
speak to defendants, prisoners, judges, or lawyers about some legal matter. The
importance of attending court hearings of judgments and understanding what the judge,
witnesses, and defendants are saying, and writing his own report about the events and
sessions he witnessed, as well as about what he read about Arab law.

1. Three educational units were designed. Each unit included four lessons. Each lesson
aimed to develop one of the four language skills: reading, listening, writing, and
speaking.

Y. A guide has been prepared for the teacher, which includes preparing the lessons and
solving the questions for these lessons’ exercises.

A. The study presented a book that includes additional exercises and enrichment reading

texts.
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
