This course aims at clarifying the basic concepts
of design of the standard model in economic
and social studies, and helps the student to
solve economic problems using mathematical
tools and statistical programs. Based on the
theory of correlations and regression of its
various types (simple-linear, Multiple-Linear,
non-linear, Autocorrelation), as well as the use
of instantaneous and predictive models for time
series analysis.

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4. Service Economics

This course aims to introduce students to the
basic concepts of the Economics of services and
its theoretical and applied characteristics. It
also reviews the most important economic
sectors of service such as health, transport and
tourism. It deals with the definition of the
stages and methods of pricing services,
especially the pricing of banking services and
the effect of liberalization of services on the
national and international economy, in addition
to discussing the GATS in services.
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5. Labor Economics and Human Resources
Planning:

This course aims to introduce students to the
basic concepts of the labor economics, its
importance and its general framework, by
reviewing the most important economic
variables that affect and influenced by the labor
component, namely, employment, productivity
and wages. In addition to clarifying the
importance of investment in the human
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development at the national and global levels.

6. Fi ial Markets: " ‘
inancial Markets AW 3lsad) -6

This course aims at introducing the concept of
financial markets, their importance, types and
conditions of success. It examines all subjects
related to financial markets (stock market,
bonds, money market, foreign exchange market,
derivatives markets and Islamic financial
market), especially in terms of valuing financial
assets and trading mechanisms. In addition to
studying the indicators of financial markets and
their efficiency, and reviewing some of the
global financial crises.
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7. Agricultural Economics (in foreign language):

The agricultural sector continues to play a crucial role for development, especially in low-income
countries where the sector is large in terms of both aggregate income and total labor force. This
course discusses and studies the role of agriculture in development, the determinants of the Green
Revolution, the foundations of agricultural growth and the productivity growth across sectors
(Agriculture vs. Manufacturing). In addition, review the agriculture policy and food security
concerns in the light of the deadlock in the Doha round, the 2008 crisis in agriculture commodity
prices, and today’s volatility in the food prices.
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8. International Finance:

This course includes a comparison between
corporation types, the different between
domestic and international finance, clarifying
the concept of multinational corporations and
the agency problem, foreign exchange market,
theories of the exchange rate, methods of
forecasting exchange rate, studying the MNCs
risks (transaction exposure, operational
exposure, translation exposure, Methods and
strategies of hedging resources of international
financing, FDI forms, its motives and
constraints, evaluate foreign projects, measure
risks and factors affecting in evaluation process,
international capital structure and its
relationship to the cost of capital in MNC.
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9. Knowledge Economics:

This course includes a review of the concept of
knowledge, Knowledge Economics, its
characteristics and dimensions, clarifying its
relationship with economic variables, reviews
some concepts related to the knowledge
economics, such as intellectual capital and
innovation. The course study the economic
growth models (Solo-AK-Lucas-Romer), discuss
the most important indicators that measure
cognitive performance through practical
examples of developed and development
countries.
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10. Methodology of Scientific Research in
Economy:

This course providing the student with the
concepts of scientific research, methods, ways,
steps and types, and how to write scientific
research in an academic manner, taking into
consideration the principles and standards
required for good scientific research.
