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Summary

The Quran is the guide for Muslims and their Qiblah, so they devoted
themselves to studying it: clarifying its meanings, explaining its rulings,
knowing its abrogating and abrogated verses, identifying the positions of
pause and beginning, the aspects of its readings, explaining its meanings,
linking it to the reasons for revelation and jurisprudential rulings, and the
development of grammatical study to serve that purpose.

One of the prominent scholars who dedicated his pen to serving the
sciences of the Quran and language is Abu Ja'far Al-Nahhas Al-Masri, the
grammatical commentator, who died in the year three hundred and eighty-
eight according to most accounts. Among his most prominent works is the
book "I'rab Al-Quran”. This dissertation investigates its second section,
relying on three copies: a copy from the Bayezid Library, originally
adopted, a copy from the Sulaymaniyya Library, and a copy from the Acre
Library, scientifically verifying the differences between the copies and
documenting their contents.

The dissertation begins with a study section, which includes a brief
introduction to Al-Nahhas, his teachers, his scientific status, and the
political and cultural situation in his time, as well as his choices in
grammatical and syntactical guidance.
