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Abstract

This study aims to investigate how much using listening tracks
helps children to become fluent speakers, and how much using
tracks affects students’ attitude towards learning. Also, it will look
at the real obstacles that prevent the implementation ofthe listening
tracks mentioned in the course syllabus. An experimental study is
applied on a specific group of pupils in order to answer these
questions. The specific goal of this research is to understand the role
of using listening tracks (audiomaterials) to enhance speaking. In
addition, it aims to highlight the obstacles that prevent teachers from
using audio materials attached to the book. Thus, the researcher is
going to observe students in the third grade at Sawa School who
range in age between 8 to 9 years old. Practically, the researcher
will measure the improvement of the speaking skill after exposing
them to those listening tracks and allot ten minutes of each English
period for discussion. There will be two groups and the experiment
will be applied on one group (experimental group) whereas the
second one will be the control group. This research will suggest
recommendations for teachers at the Ministry of Education to
activate the use of audible materials to enhance pupils’ oral

performance.
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
