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Abstract

This research consists of an introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion. In
the introduction, | talked about the life and poetry of Anwar Al-Attar, the music
of poetry, the view of the ancients and moderns, and the importance of poetic
music and its types.

The first chapter devoted itself to studying the external music in the poetry of
Anwar Al-Attar, represented by meter and rhyme. In meter, the mechanism of
using the bahur was presented by Anwar Al-Attar. The light bahar was the most
used, then the fast, then the close, then the simple, then the sand, then the long,
then the full, then the rajaz, then the hazj, then the shariah. The seas and their
musical forms were studied, then the connection between Anwar Al-Attar’s
purposes and his meters, and then the connection between his emotions and his
poetic meters. The research moved to the second element, which is rhyme, and
presented its letters that enrich the external rhythm, which are narration,
connection, foundation, and reflux. Then, it examined the advantages of
restriction and freedom in Anwar Al-Attar’s poetry.

The second chapter focused on studying the new arts in Anwar Al-Attar’s
poetry, and identifying the features of innovation brought about by Anwar Al-
Attar. Some of them were innovations at the level of meter, which was evident
through his composition of verses that were not identical to Al-Khalil’s meters,
and some of them were innovations at the level of rhyme, which was
represented by stanzas and rhyming forms. He added it to his hair.

As for the third and final chapter, it presented the internal music in Anwar Al-
Attar’s poetry, which was divided into three groups according to the function it
performs: juxtaposition and consonance in the group that enhances rhyme,
similarity, balancing, juxtaposition, naming, and juxtaposition in the group of
elements related to parallelism, and alliteration, repetition, counterpoint, and
inclusion in a free solo group. Then the chapter concluded with rhyming
rhythms related to the letter, word, and structure.

The research was then supplemented with results that enable the recipient to
sense the musical beauty in Anwar Al-Attar’s poetry.
