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Abstract

Borders are one of the important studies on which political geography and its theories are based,
and it pays special attention to them. This research deals with the study of the demarcation of
the Syrian-Jordanian borders and traces them from the Sykes-Picot Agreement in 1916 until
the first quarter of 2023. The research raised a set of questions about the impact of colonial
agreements on the process of demarcating the Syrian-Jordanian borders, and the functions and
problems achieved by the demarcation process. The importance of the research lies in studying
the role of borders, their location, and their performance of many functions; political, security,
developmental, economic, and others. The study also relied on the use of many research
methods and approaches, including the historical approach to clarify the agreements that
contributed to the emergence of borders, the factor analysis approach to analyze geographical
phenomena and their role in the functions of borders, in addition to the problem approach to
study the problems that the two countries suffered from after the demarcation of the borders
between them, and the cartographic and statistical methods. Finally, the research reached many
results, the most prominent of which is that the Syrian-Jordanian border, with its border gates;
Daraa-Ramtha crossing gate and Nassib-Jaber crossing gate, played an important role in
organizing Syrian-Jordanian relations, and that the problems resulting from the demarcation of
the Syrian-Jordanian border were characterized by complexity because it is located between
two Arab countries that share the same history and territorial unity on the one hand, and because
itis a land border in which the two countries share developmental, economic and other interests
on the other hand. The research also recommended many proposals, the most prominent of
which is signing an agreement to demarcate the Syrian-Jordanian border at an international
level, and depositing the demarcation document in the United Nations as a certified document
to preserve the interests of the two sister countries, including settling the overlap between the
border lands.
