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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the epistemological dimension of the state according
to the philosopher, sociologist, and political historian Bertrand Badie, by considering a
number of issues related to the concept and nature of the state, the paths of its development,
its challenges, and the reality of its sovereignty, in order to reveal The paradigm from which
it starts or is founded, and the scientific method required to clarify the political, social and
economic conditions behind any phenomenon that is to be studied, and freedom from
comprehensive theories and revealing their limitations; This is done by examining the
political phenomenon in depth and horizontally, to analyze it on the one hand, and to
compare it with other similar phenomena by means of what Badie calls the stereotyping of
the social phenomenon.

The thesis addresses many issues, the most important of which are: the emergence
of the state, the role of the economic, political, religious and social factors, the mechanism
of state spread, and the export and import strategy. What are imported goods, and the

The thesis presented models of state and political authority in the East and West.

many results, the most important of which are: Badie was able to distinguish between
several models of the state in the East and West and their systems of government, the
religious authority that governs them, the role of religious text in shaping the features of
the political scene, the mechanisms of the political opposition and its tools in political
expression, and its ability to change the entire scene.

The study revealed the factors behind the emergence of Badie’s concept of
sovereignty and its connection to a moment Historic history called for his presence, and
this is what helped us focus on the mythical and metaphysical dimension of the necessity
of the state’s dominance over the monopoly of the means of violence, and showed us the
illusion of sovereignty, its causes and manifestations, and that states allow others to
interfere in formulating their decisions to the extent of a set of globally intertwined political
and economic interests, and this is no longer the case in our current era. Those who demand
absolute sovereignty in reality, but rather export it for populist consumption through means
of communication, and the current economic, political and military interventions under
many pretexts have contributed to formulating this illusion. The letter also showed an
apparent emphasis on the danger of globalization in disintegrating the nation-state in the
name of the sacred, supporting oppressed identities, and the necessity of fighting corruption
and terrorism, defending human rights, the rise of extremism, and the transnational identity
discourse and its sovereignty, as pretexts for intervention without questioning the right of
people to live their lives freely and more.
