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Summary
This research deals with the study of defensive constructions dating back to the Neolithic
and Copper Ages in the Levant and Mesopotamia, which have been discovered so far in 19
archaeological sites, 9 of which are in the Levant and 10 of which are in Mesopotamia, 6 of
which date back to the Neolithic Age and 13 of which date to the Copper Stone Age.
Among the sites dating back to the Neolithic period are (Jericho, Tell al-Qaramel, and Tell
Halula) in the Levant, (Tell al-Maghaziliyya, Tell al-Sawwan, and Shugamami) in
Mesopotamia, and among the sites dating back to the Chalcolithicera are (Tell Hamukar,
Tell Afes, Habouba Kebira, Tell Mashannaqa, Tell Sheikh Hassan, and Tell Khazna). ) in the
Levant and (Abu Salabikh, Tell Ubadah, Talul al-Thalaat 2, YarimTabbah 1, Umm al-
Dabaghiyah, Tabbah Kura, and Tell Arbajiyeh) and in Mesopotamia.
The research follows the descriptive analytical approach to study these constructions, in
terms of the history of their appearance, development, quality, construction materials and
techniques, function, and the nature of the risks that led to their construction. It should be
noted that this thesis is directed to studying only public constructions whose function is to
protect the site. This research aims to give a comprehensive idea of these constructions in
both the Levant and Mesopotamia during the Neolithic and Copper Ages.
The geographical framework of the study area is determined in the Levant and
Mesopotamia, noting that some studies in clued the Syrian Peninsula within the framework
of Mesopotamia, but in this research, we focused on the concept of the Levant and
Mesopotamia with their current geography, and the chronological framework of the thesis is
determined by the period from the beginning of the Neolithic Age 10,000 BC. AD until 3200
BC, the end of prehistoric times, noting that the end of the Neolithic Age in the Levant is
6200 BC, and the end of the Neolithic Age in Mesopotamia is 5600 BC. Therefore, the date
of 6200 represents the dividing line between the Neolithic and Copper Ages in the Levant
and represents Date 5600 The border between the Neolithic and Copper Ages in

Mesopotamia.
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
