GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR
ACADEMIC COOPERATION AND EXCHANGE
BETWEEN
DAMASCUS UNIVERSITY
AND
OSAKA UNIVERSITY OF FOREIGN STUDIES

The presidents of Damascus University and Osaka University of Foreign Studies agree on
the following points in order to develop and promote academic exchanges and cooperation
between the said two universities:

1. The two universities will facilitate the following activities in particular:
(1) Exchange of teaching and research staff,
(2) Exchange of students,
(3) Exchange of academic materials, publications, and information, and
(4) Joint researches and conferences.

2. These activities are to be carried out through mutual consultation between the two
universities.

3. This agreement shall be effective from the day when both universities put their
signatures and the duration of the term of effectiveness shall be five years. Thereafter it
shall be automatically extended for additional period of five years at such expiration
date. Each university, however, shall be able to abolish this agreement by notifying by
letter six months before. Also, to renew this agreement, both universities shall start
discussing six months at the latest before the end of the effective term.

4. This agreement is concluded in triplicate in the Arabic, Japanese and English
languages, with each text being equally authentic.
