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Abstract

International disputes related to football constitute the largest part of the international
sports disputes, and these disputes raise a set of problems related to determining the
jurisdiction and the applicable law to them. So the International Federation of Football
Associations (FIFA) as the governing body in the football industry at the global level
was able to create a special and distinct structure that was able to settle international
football disputes quickly and effectively through the creation of the Football Tribunal
with various divisions, as well as granting jurisdiction to the Court of Arbitration for
Sport as an appeal against the decisions of the International Federation, and the
decisions of the latter are subject to appeal before the Swiss Federal Court. On the
other hand, we find that the statutes of the International Federation of Football
Associations FIFA STAUTES included a basic rule with regard to determining the
applicable law in Article /57/ Relying primarily on the objective method in resolving
the problem of conflict of laws ,in addition to the presence of a complementary
solution based on the traditional method. In this research, we will address the problem
of jurisdiction by reviewing the organizational structure of the Court of Arbitration for
Sport (CAS) as a leading arbitration institution in the field of settling sports disputes.
We will also present the organizational structure of the International Federation of
Football Associations FIFA. We discuss the most important problems related to its
jurisdiction, then we will discuss the objective solution to the problem of conflict of
laws represented by the regulations of the relevant federations, then the approved
complementary solution and the relationship between them.
