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"Abstract"

The Vienna Convention played an important role in the field of
international sales from the date of its implementation to the present time,
as the drafters of the texts of the Convention sought to fill all the
loopholes that faced the Hague Convention, which was the reason for the
reluctance of most countries to join it. The main interest of the Vienna
Convention was the establishment of unified objective rules governing
international trade and achieving contractual balance for both parties. We
have devoted this research to shed light on its distinctive and different
approach in regulating the seller's commitment to conformity in the
international sales contract, given the importance of this commitment on
the one hand, and on the other hand, its treatment of the issue of
compliance in conformity independently of the obligation to deliver, and
special texts are devoted to it in the agreement. This is what we touched
upon, as we discussed the nature of the seller’s commitment to material
and legal conformity and the time in which it should be determined, and
we showed the points of similarity and difference between the texts of the
agreement and the texts of the Syrian Civil Code that deal with the
seller’s guarantee for hidden defects in the sale, and the guarantee of
exposure and entitlement, and clarified the duties that ensue from The
buyer's responsibility in the event of material and legal non-conformity.
In light of what was developed by the Vienna Convention, we found that
the Syrian civil law needs necessary amendments within the scope of the
guarantee, taking into account the nature of the contract, which remains
the legal tool for the exchange of economic wealth between the countries.
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
