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This study deals with the discussion of two important issues in the penal legislation,
namely: the validity of the final criminal judgment and the retrial system. Article /181/
of the General Penal Code, stipulating the second “retrial” in Articles from /367/ to
/378/ of the Code of Criminal Procedure. These two principles of “authenticity” and
“retrial” have been legislated to achieve justice, guarantee individual freedoms, and
enhance society's confidence in its state and its legal system.

We divided this research into two main chapters. The first chapter was devoted to
the study of the final criminal judgment, its concept and power, the historical
development of this power, and its authority over the criminal case on the one hand,
and over the civil case on the other hand. Then we moved on to talk about the concept
of retrial, its conditions, cases, procedures, and results.

As for Chapter Two, we talked about preserving the legal principle of “not pursuing
a single act more than once,” and about the cases that constituted exceptions to this
principle, and we indicated that these cases include general cases represented in the
cases of retrial provided for in the law. The principles of criminal trials, including
special cases extracted from what the legislator stipulated in the general penal code
with regard to the case of aggravation of the criminal result and the crimes committed
by accident.

This study came according to a comparative analytical approach (between France,
Egypt and Syria) to address the research problem that revolves around several
problems, including: 1- Does the retrial stipulated by the legislator in the Code of
Criminal Procedure conflict with the authoritativeness of the final criminal judgment
or is it compatible with it? 2- What is the legislator stipulated in Article /508/ of the
Syrian Penal Code - related to crimes committed on display - considered a special case
for retrial or not? 3- What is the legislator stipulated in the second paragraph of
Avrticle /181/ of the Code considered General penalties - related to aggravation of the
criminal result - a special case for retrial or not?

Finally, through our research, we reached several important results, in addition to a
set of recommendations and proposals that contribute to enriching the subject of our
study.
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
