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ABSTRACT:
Our legislature has intended to protect the family penally, as is the case with most
contemporary penal legislation, by stipulating a number of crimes that constitute an
assault or a threat to assault the family and its links in a separate chapter under the title
of crimes that affect the family, within Part VI in Articles 469 to 488 bis of Syrian
Penal Code No. 148 of 1949 AD, as well as by taking into consideration the
availability of family ties between the offender and the victim in drawing up his penal
policy to confront many of the crimes stipulated in the Special Penal Code, It was
necessary to research the penal policy pursued by our legislator in the face of crimes
that he considered an attack on the family entity in general and its members in
particular, and to reveal areas of deficiency and ambiguity in it, in order to arrive at an
effective and contemporary penal policy to confront these crimes and thus reach
effective penal protection Contemporary for the family and its ties. As well as
researching the impact of family ties on criminalization, punishment and penal
procedures, revealing the considerations on which our legislator was based, and
revealing the extent of his success in achieving a balance between the interest
protected from crime and the protection of family interests, and assessing his
philosophy in that, and evaluating it in a manner that serves the protection of the
family. Effectively and contemporary.

To this end, we adopted the descriptive, analytical and comparative approach, and
divided the research into two chapters. In the first, we dealt with the penal protection
adopted for the family system, and in the second, the penal protection for family ties.
