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"Abstract"

The research discusses the legal protection of personal data of Internet users. Research
on this subject is extremely important, especially after the Internet has facilitated the
production and collection of personal data, and provided new capabilities for the
processing and use of personal data, thus multiplying the challenges facing personal
data, which made the existence of legal protection of personal data an urgent necessity.
Therefore, the research addressed the challenges facing personal data on the Internet
from two aspects; the first concerns the challenges posed by the nature of the Internet,
and the second concerns the challenges of inadequate protection models and the absence
of appropriate legislative and regulatory frameworks. Through the presentation of the
foregoing, the legal rules for protecting privacy and protecting the confidentiality of
information and data in Syria do not provide sufficient and adequate legal protection
for the personal data of Internet users. In order to clarify the importance of having legal
protection for personal data the research presented the development of legal protection

for personal data in international legislation and the legal regulation of this protection.
