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Abstract

Blood transfusion has become recently a fertile ground for medical and legal conferences, as
it provokes much debate and disagreement among medical and legal scholars, for being one
of the modern topics in civil law jurisprudence. Therefore, the question about civil
responsibility resulting from a blood transfusion are numerous and raise delicate that cause
to a large extent different views. Among these issues are the legal requirement for the blood
drive. In addition, the legal basis for permitting blood transfusion. Furthermore, delving in
this topic raises the issue of the adequacy of traditional pillars of civil responsibility in the
field of blood transfusion, and whether or not specificity of this field imposes new rules.

Due to the intervention of more than one party in the process of blood transfusion, the
determination of the compensating party of the damage caused by blood transfusion
became difficult. This includes the donor, the physician, the medical assistants as well as the
center of a supplier of blood transfused to the hospital where the patient is treated, not to
mention the government is first and foremost responsible for monitoring its role of
protecting public health.
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
