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Abstract

The issue of public order in the Code of Criminal Procedure is a thorny issue.
As it may come to mind that public order is an adjective attached to the legal rules
after that when we talk about a specific procedural rule, we refer to it as being from
the public order or not from it, and this leads to the conclusion that the concept of
public order in the criminal procedural field is limited to procedural rules stipulated
in the Code of Criminal Procedure, However, the truth is that the link between public
order and the Code of Criminal Procedure is one of affiliation and restriction. It is not
permissible for the legislator, when enacting procedural rules, to oppose what the
collective conscience has settled on in terms of essential and fundamental rules, as his
opposition will be in vain and he will not be able to continue as long as the legal rules
are in place. It is based on societal acceptance, as is the case with the concept of public
order, which indicates that public order has a comprehensive terminological concept,

and that what is codified in procedural legal texts is part of a whole.
