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Abstract

demands that have been periodically called for in the wake of popular revolutions or in
countries experiencing political turmoil, and it is one of the pillars of the legal system
seeking to effectively combat various forms of corruption, and is one of the most
complex legal issues at the international level because it takes a geographical and
political dimension that should be taken seriously. This study aims to analyze and
evaluate the legal framework governing the recovery process along with the features of
Arab practices in seeking to recover their looted funds and the exceptional circumstances
and special situation that have further complicated the already complex recovery process.
The study used several approaches to the need to delve deeper into the content of the
research, and concluded that the recovery process is not an impossible task if it is built on
an integrated strategy of pillars and elements, and the legal provisions governing it and
institutional frameworks have been developed to be more appropriate, consistent and
reflecting the imperatives and circumstances of the realities of experience to meet the

aspirations of the stage of establishing justice and restoring the stability of societies.
