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Abstract

In order to balance basic human rights with the necessities of protecting
the existence, independence and security of the state, the International Bill of
Human Rights allowed states to restrict the rights and fundamental freedoms
protected under its articles in accordance with specific objective and
procedural criteria, If the state is exposed to a threat to its existence, this
requires enabling the state to take exceptional measures to prevent the
consequences of that threat, even if those measures detract from the

fundamental rights and freedoms of individuals.

Accordingly, Article 4 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights allows states to take measures restricting the obligations contained in
the Covenant in cases of public emergency that threatens the life of the nation,
according to certain conditions, When it comes to the protection of the state in
normal circumstances, the bill allowed states to take measures restricting a
certain set of basic rights under what the bill called the necessities of

protecting national security in democratic societies.

In this thesis, we discuss the legal standards regulating the restriction of public
rights and freedoms for the necessity of protecting the state from the dangers
that may affect its existence and security in normal and exceptional
circumstances, within the framework of the International Bill of Human
Rights.
