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abstract

Talking about cases of termination of parliamentary membership is related to the
fact that there was a person who was legally and de facto a member of parliament, and
this meaning refers to all elected and appointed members, for parliamentary
membership is not acquired arbitrarily. In the person of the member, it was initially
determined by the legislator, whether for his election or appointment. The legislator
also specified the time frame for a member of Parliament to exercise his duties after
acquiring the status of “Member.” In this context, a member may breach his obligations
and powers, which exposes him to penalties from within the Council that may amount
to losing his parliamentary membership, and the loss of membership here is a
disciplinary decision against a member who has lost one of the nomination conditions
or breached the duties of membership.

Making the task of representative representation temporary for a specific period is
supposed to be in accordance with an integrated legal system that guarantees the
existence of this representation correctly until the expiry of its specified legal period.
before the end of its term due to one of the symptoms stipulated by law; Some of them
are voluntary and some are involuntary, and they generally oscillate between
resignation, death, nullity and abolition, as well as cases of collective loss of it, as in
the case of the dissolution of Parliament before completing its legislative term, and
other cases stipulated by some comparative systems, such as the case of exclusion or
dispossession. Membership, and there is no doubt that all these cases have one
significant legal effect, which is the loss of part of the representation from the popular
will, which must be compensated by filling the vacancy according to the mechanism
that the legislator deems in each country.

It is not hidden from anyone that this vacancy may cause an obstruction to the work of
the Council through its influence on the decision-making process.

Decisions due to a lack of a quorum, and his work declines as a result of falsifying his
representation of the community because his members are not suited to carry the honor
of membership, either because of the repeated absences of the parliamentarian or his
willful abandonment of his membership by submitting his resignation or breaching his
obligations or the ethics of parliamentary work. Cases The legislator worked in the
countries under study to organize the mechanism for filling the vacancy in

parliamentary seats.



Since the process of filling the vacancy resulting from the end of parliamentary
membership is by nature an exception to the general principle of parliamentary
elections, it is not surprising that the procedures for carrying out it are also an exception,
with what distinguishes each constitutional system from the other in proportion to the
existing system of government in the state.

This study came to show the different cases of vacancy - individual and collective - and
how they were organized by the legislation of the countries under study, by studying
those texts, analyzing them and comparing them with each other to find the factor of
excellence between them, with reference to the gaps and shortcomings in them, and the
comparison touched in a way that the Syrian constitution in force For the year 2012,
the Algerian constitution for the year 2016, and the Egyptian constitution for the year
2014, with reference to some of the previous constitutions of these countries, and
subsequent constitutions issued during the period of preparing the study, such as the
Algerian constitution for the year 2020, and the Egyptian constitution for the year 2019.
