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Abstract

The majority of countries in today's world have resorted to the application of
the local administration system as a method of distributing the administrative
function. The local administration system requires three types of control

exercised over local units.

The first is known as administrative control, which focuses mainly on the
practices of local units. The second is called judicial control and is primarily
aimed at preserving the principle of legality for the work of local units. The
third type of censorship is political censorship, which is essential in view of
its vital functions, as the establishment of local units and the determination of
their administrative and financial independence where narrow or broad, are
all subject to political control. It also extends to control over the content and
means of administrative control through the means that it choses to develop
or abolish .

This research, entitled "Political oversight of the functioning of local
administration units”, addressed the rights aspects of political oversight of the
functioning of local units, in particular parliamentary and party oversight,
considering that they were politicized, all in line with the requirements of the

local administration system.
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
