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Summary
The principle of separation of powers occupies an important place

in the American and Syrian constitutions because it is one of the pillars of
democratic systems, which requires the existence of three authorities the
state (legislative, executive, and judicial), and each of them has specific
competencies. Based on that ,the legislative authority is considered one of
the fundamental institution that expresses the will of the people and the
public interest, through its inherent role in enacting laws and monitoring
the performance of the executive authority.

The legislative function was within the competence of the
Legislative Council, so the acquisition of the legislative authority for this
important function; It was the result of historical developments that could
become the legislator and the expressor of the will of the people, but after
developments in the function of the site and the existence of political,
some countries in their constitutions were prompted to authorize the
executive authority a great deal of legislative powers and privileges,
which contributes to the emergence of the role of the executive authority,
and boosts its position at the expense of the legislative authority, which
narrows the parliament’s authority to enact laws based on limiting its
powers to specific cases in the constitution, in exchange for granting the
executive authority the role of regulation. this is evident through the great
powers vested in the head of state; which is often unique in the exercise of
executive power; as she combines the presidency of the state and the
presidency of the government.

In the American and Syrian constitutional systems under study, we
find that the executive authority is the pivotal institution around which
the political and constitutional life in the country revolves. In the Syrian
constitutional system that embraced the mixed system, we find that the
executive authority consists of two poles: the first is the president of the
republic and the second is the government. Given the difficulty of rigid
application of the principle of separation of powers; an urgent need to
create a kind of cooperation and balance between the President of the
Republic and the Parliament emerged through the participation of the
President of the Republic in legislation.

When referring to the American Constitution of 1787 and the
Syrian Constitution of 2012, we find mutual means of influence between
the legislative and executive authorities without a complete (absolute)
separation between them, but a relative separation. This allows for the
creation of a fruitful climate for the establishment of cooperation between
the legislative and executive authorities.
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With regard to the means of influence of the president of the
Republic on the parliament in America and Syria, we find that the
President of the Republic in both systems assumes the authority to
propose laws and object to them, in addition to their role in issuing
regulations and legislative decrees that have the force of law. However,
what makes both regimes distinct in their work is that the President of the
Syrian Arab Republic exercises the authority of the people’s referendum
on important issues related to the supreme interests of the country, in
addition to his role in dissolving the parliament, However the President
of the United States of America cannot dissolve the American Congress;
this is the separation adopted by the constitutional legislator between the
authorities is a complete (absolute) separation by following the policy of
checks and balances, which makes each authority carry out the powers
entrusted to it constitutionally, but each authority limits the work of the
other authority, in other words, each authority is a brake tool against
arbitrariness of the work of the other authority, which leads to the
adoption of a policy of joint powers that contributes to the management
of affairs and constitutional life in the country without arbitrariness or
aggression by any of them towards the other.

As for the means of parliament's influence on the president of the
republic in both systems, we note the important role of parliament in
choosing the president of the republic, and its role also in holding the
president of the republic criminally accountable, represented in charging
and prosecuting, leading to its role in declaring war, mobilizing and
concluding peace.

Therefore, this study shows the facts of the constitutional
organization of the relationship between the president of the republic and
parliament in both the United States of America and the Syrian Arab
Republic.
