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The research aims to understand the mechanism of action of the
European Union and the nature of its decisions, especially those
targeting Syria, where many of these decisions appear to be in
violation of the basic rights of the peoples of the countries addressed.
This is done through a set of means represented in defining the
conceptual and legal framework for European legal acts in terms of
their types and the mechanisms for their adoption by the
administrative triangle concerned with decision-making in the
European Union.

And clarifying the extent to which the various decisions of the Union
are mandatory for member and non-member states and the
mechanisms for achieving this binding force. And then define the
administrative and judicial appeal methods to review the decisions of
the European Union, and indicate their effectiveness in an attempt to
highlight their pros and cons and the challenges that may face the
appellant or the complainant. The problem of the research revolved
around the question related to the repercussions of the Union’s
decisions, to determine the available ways to cancel the Union’s
decisions, and to provide reparation to the victims, in accordance with
the provisions of the Union’s treaties.

To answer these questions, the study has used the analytical approach
to study the organizational structure of the union in terms of forming
its organs and competencies, and the original approach to explain
what European legal acts are in terms of the mechanism of their



manufacture, types, how to vote on them, their mandatory power, and
the available means of appeal and review. Before the competent
authorities, in accordance with the treaties of the Union, as well as the
historical method.

The most important recommendations that the research concluded is
working to understand the decision-making mechanisms and the
available methods of appeal through following up the union’s treaties,
protocols and declarations attached to them in an accurate and detailed
manner that makes it easy to deal with the decisions of the union, and
resorting to appropriate methods of appeal quickly and effectively.
And work to form working teams of lawyers, experts and specialized
jurists from the third countries that imposed European restrictive
measures in the face of them.
