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Abstract

Society cannot know stability or development, nor the preservation of rights, or
respect for liberties, unless injustice is prohibited and uplifted, and justice is
enshrined and protected, through a judicial body entrusted to do so, based on the
Almighty’s saying in his divine hadith: "Oh, my worshipers! | have wronged myself,
and | have made it forbidden among you, so do not oppress one another". Therefore,
the topic of the research focused on studying the extent to which the penal judicial
organization is able to achieve fair trials, with the aim of reaching an accurate
definition of the model that the judicial organization should embody to achieve
justice, and enhance confidence in the efficiency of the judicial institution, in the
event that the current organization proves incapable of doing so. In this research, the
original, analytical, and comparative approach was relied on in some points, and a
set of results were reached, the most prominent of which is the impossibility of
asserting the ability of the current judicial organization to achieve justice in criminal
trials in a stable manner, and inclusive of all criminal cases presented to it. Which
necessitated saying the need to move towards its development to achieve this goal,
and for that a number of proposals were referred to, including those related to penal
legislation and the mechanism for its development, and others related to the bodies
entrusted with the application of these legislations.
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
