       The right to veto laws is one of the basic elements that 
would achieve a balance between the legislative and executive 
powers in the state.                                                                       
       It is not sufficient for the good application of the principle 
of separation of powers that each authority exercise the 
powers specified for it by the constitution, but rather it must be 
armed with what guarantees it to stop the infringement of 
other authorities, hence the need to stipulate such a right.         
       Therefore, it has become imperative to grant the executive 
authority represented by the head of state broad powers that 
take him out of his traditional framework represented in the 
process of implementing laws to broader and more welcome 
areas so that he has an active role in legislative work such as 
his role in objecting to draft laws referred to him by 
Parliament, and this in turn leads to the creation of legislation 
In addition, it is undoubtedly one of the important issues as it 
expresses a form of cooperation and joint contribution 
between the legislative and executive authorities in the process 
of enacting laws.
