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Abstract

The study dealt with the coercive international economic measures that were
imposed against Syria outside the framework of the United Nations during the eighties and
after 2011 and their impact on the fiscal and monetary policies. The economic measures
imposed in the eighties and the economic measures imposed since the beginning of the Syrian
crisis in 2011 until the present day, and their impact on the fiscal and monetary policies and
the policies followed at the level of both policies to mitigate the severity of those measures
and the accompanying circumstances. The study started from a main question related to the
title and content of the research, which is the extent of the impact of these measures, with
their diversity and multiplicity, on the fiscal and monetary policy in Syria, especially since
2011, when these measures were more severe in terms of the number of imposing countries
and in terms of their comprehensiveness, in addition to the role of the military war waged by
the Syrian Arab Army And his allies and the destruction that affected humans and the stone in
that, compared to the eighties, when the measures were less severe, and the role of fiscal and
monetary government policies in limiting the effects of those measures.

The study came in an introductory chapter and two chapters, where the introductory
chapter dealt with the nature and forms of coercive international economic measures, while
the first chapter dealt with coercive international economic measures imposed against Syria,
in two chapters, the first: coercive international economic measures imposed against Syria
during the eighties and their effects, and the second: economic measures The international
coercive measures imposed against Syria since 2011 and its effects, while the second chapter
deals with the fiscal and monetary policy followed in Syria in light of coercive international
economic measures, in two chapters, the first: the financial policy in Syria in light of the
coercive international economic measures imposed against it, and the second: Politics Cash in
Syria in light of the coercive international economic measures imposed against it.

The study gains its importance because it is one of the modern and original studies that
dealt with the subject of measures and their impact on the fiscal and monetary policies in
Syria during previous and contemporary periods, especially in light of the changes that
occurred in those measures and the circumstances surrounding their imposition, and the

different national policies in confronting them.
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
