Summary

This thesis deals with the administrative and constitutional judiciary's
control over organizational administrative decisions (regulations).

The researcher demonstrated the extent of the necessity and importance of
the regulations by assuming one of the legal acts issued by the administration
unilaterally in the course of carrying out the tasks entrusted to it by the
constitutional legislator and the ordinary legislator, whether in the field of its
accompanying activity or in the field of its controlling activity.

Proceeding from the classification of organizational administrative decisions
within administrative work; Being issued by the executive authority, it was
necessary to subject it to the control of the administrative judiciary to examine
the extent of its legitimacy and its agreement with the provisions of the
Constitution and the provisions of ordinary legislation.

The focus was on explaining the direct cancellation of lawsuit against the
regulation itself. Accordingly, the necessary conditions for accepting the direct
annulment lawsuit were explained, whether it was related to the plaintiff or the
date. The presentation was not limited to the direct lawsuit, but the mechanism
of the administrative judiciary’s oversight of the regulations was explained by
the method of sub-push in the course of appealing an individual administrative
decision that had been issued based on the regulation whose illegality was
contested in the event of the deadline set for the request to cancel the regulation
by a direct lawsuit.

Proceeding from the fact that they include general and abstract rules just like
ordinary legislation (the objective criterion for classifying regulations), the
regulations had to be subject to the oversight of the constitutional judiciary. This
is what the researcher did in the second chapter of this thesis, where the
principle of the supremacy of the constitution was discussed as a criterion
adopted by the constitutional judiciary to measure the constitutionality of
regulations, whatever their type, and whatever the circumstances during which
they were issued. directed against the contested regulations as unconstitutional.

When dealing with the vocabulary of the thesis, the researcher adopted an
analytical and comparative approach. In doing so, the provisions of the
administrative judiciary and the constitutional judiciary in both Egypt and Syria
were observed. relating to the laws.

The researcher concluded by including the findings in her thesis. She also
made a number of recommendations in the hopes that individuals with an
interest in legislative and judicial matters would find them to be useful.
