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Abstract

The issue of freedom-depriving penalties is one of the most controversial topics
in modern punitive policy, especially since it has not achieved its purpose, and
many international conferences have been held to address it since the beginning
of the nineteenth century by adopting alternative penalties for short-term
freedom-depriving punishment.

The penal legislation varied in its adoption of alternative punishments, as some
of them tended to refuse to adopt alternative punishments in their penal
legislation and to maintain freedom-depriving penalties, based on several
considerations. However, with the development of punitive policies, the
majority of modern penal legislation tended to adopt alternative punishments
and apply them in Its penal policy, as it has proven its effectiveness and role in
achieving reform and rehabilitation for the convict, and avoiding the negatives
of short-term freedom-depriving penalties.
