Abstract

The right of private property has received the attention of the Syrian
constitutional legislator, as the constitution affirms the protection of private
property and that it may not be expropriated except for the public benefit, and in
return for fair compensation in accordance with the law.

The current Syrian Expropriation Law No. 20 of 1983 contained detailed
provisions related to acquisition procedures and guarantees of its legality, but in
regulating this, it included some provisions that raise many questions about the
extent of the law's consistency with the constitutional controls that guarantee the
legality of ownership, such as allowing free ownership. He set special provisions
for the basis and criteria for estimating fair compensation, which depend mainly
on the economic criterion, which requires an urgent expropriation law, and the
development of constitutional review of the detailed criteria in addition to
economic criteria, to ensure respect and protection of the right of private property
and compliance with the provisions of the Syrian constitution in this regard.
