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Abstract

The importance of trademarks and their value in the market increased, and
this was accompanied by the increasing of the number of attacks against these
trademarks with diversified in their means, and the name of the electronic
domain became one of these means. These attacks led to harming the producer,
the consumer and the national economy at the same time, this necessitated
research into the feasibility of having criminal protection for trademarks and the
legislative plan for criminal protection for trademarks, both in terms of the
limits of the intervention of the criminal legislator and the controls of this
intervention or in terms of the ability of the legal texts regulating the protection
of trademarks provide effective and integrated criminal protection for
trademarks. Also, the Syrian legislator did not issue a special law to protect
trademarks from attacks on them by domain names leads us to question the
possibility of applying the criminal provisions in the Law No. (8) to these
attacks, and its ability to provide the required protection for trademarks and
cover all forms of domain name attacks on trademarks. As a result, we find that
if the legal texts regulating the subject of criminal protection for trademarks are
able to secure criminal protection for trademarks in their traditional conflict
with each other, a special legal and international regulationis necessary for the
issue of trademark domain names wich attack the trademarks.
