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Abstract

Within the scope of administrative contracts, the
administration enjoys exceptional rights. These rights are
characterized by two characteristics: the first is that they are
unparalleled in private law contracts, and the second: the
breadth of these rights in administrative contracts, and the
administration derives these rights from the intrinsic
characteristics of administrative contracts that aim to achieve
the public interest. .

Away from the authorities and rights of the administration to
impose administrative supports in the face of the contractor
who breaches his obligations, the idea of penal supports
emerged, which is due to the legislator’s keenness to respect
the principle of the regular and steady functioning of public
utilities, and therefore he surrounded administrative contracts
with many penal supports.

In this research, the association of the administrative contract
with the penal supports, and in particular the criminal supports
in the Syrian Economic Penal Code, was studied.

At the conclusion of the research, the researcher came to the
conclusion that administrative sanctions aim to implement the
contract and the continuation of the public facility, while the
criminal punishment aims to deter the contractor in order to
protect the public economic order. Punishment with the
obligation breached by the contracting party.

And he came up with an important proposal to review the
recent trends in criminalization in order to prepare for the
drafting of the Syrian Administrative Penalties Law.
