Abstract

The bond of nationality between the state and the natural or legal person constitutes

the backbone of the exercise of what is known as diplomatic protection; Which is

one of the oldest defense systems for the subjects, if they were harmed in their lives

or their money; As a result of an internationally wrongful act attributed to another

state while they are on its territory, no state can submit a claim in favor of any

person, without a link that justifies this protection and authorizes this defense more

convincing than citizenship, through one of the diplomatic or judicial means, and this

is the traditional rule. However, clinging to that rule on its launch is no longer

appropriate for the developments that the international community is witnessing in

terms of protecting human rights and foreign investment. For some groups, such as

multinationals and foreign ship crews, and depriving other groups of them, such as

stateless people and refugees, as these obstacles are exacerbated when it comes to

determining the nationality of the country that undertakes diplomatic protection for

companies, especially multinational companies, and diplomatic protection for their

shareholders, as these have developed. The problems seriously threatened the



status of diplomatic protection, which necessitated the need to move, especially

within the framework of the International Law Commission, to save it from extinction.
