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A Comparative Study
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Abstract

This study deals with the civil liability arising from the infringement of trademarks
within the framework of the Syrian Trademarks Law No. 8 of 2007, the Jordanian
Trademarks Law No. 34 of 1999 and the Egyptian Intellectual Property Protection
Law No. 82 of 2002.

This study discussed the criterion that can be depended on to describe the act of
infringement of trademarks. Also, this study discussed the possibility of applying the
civil rules of tort and contractual liability to the infringement on the trademarks.
The study concluded that if forgery or imitation of the trademark is one of the most
prominent forms of infringement of the trademark, there are other forms of
infringement represented in the wrong acts of unfair competition and the illegal
actions that are considered a mistake and the contractual wrong resulting from the
breach by the licensee of his liability arising from the contract of licensing the use of
the mark. In addition, the mark enjoys both civil and criminal protection.

The main recommendation of this study was the Syrian law of trademarks should be
modified standard for the concept of infringement should be established, and all
forms of it should be stipulated in order to expand the scope of its protection in line

with current developments.
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
