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Abstract

This study dealt with the jurisprudential trends of the penal policy schools in the
field of dealing with juveniles and their impact on the emergence of the principles of
restorative justice that were later enshrined in international and regional standards
adopted by many countries of the world and included in their childhood legislation,
the study also snowed the importance to restorative justice for juveniles in
consolidating social relations and reducing the resort to juvenile imprisonment and
simplifying litigation procedures through the doption of alternative procedural
systems that transfer cases outside the judiciary and the introduction of alternatives to
imprisonment that promote the reintegration of children who are law averse in their
societies, given that the traditional trial does not achieve always the best regulating the
appropriateness of the objective and procedural rules that the Syrian legislator singled
out for the child for real reformal justice and the legal loopholes in the mechanisms
used before and after the child's trial, which can limit the effectiveness of this justice,
As well as presenting the position of some comparative laws and relevant international
agreements aimed to adopt alternative programs to the classic criminal justice towards
convicted juwveniles to expand the use of alternative measures that do not deprive of
liberty.

It has become clear to us that the Syrian legislator has laid advanced foundations
for the reform of juwveniles, but they need practical application and give the judiciary a
Kind of flexibility in dealing with juvenile issues, specialization and rehabilitation in
all criminal justice agencies and their supportive institutions in order to achieve
preferential treatment for juwveniles The study concluded with a set of results and
proposals that seek to develop the juwvenile justice system in Syrian the legislation,
including the necessity of explicitly stipulating the introduction of modern methods of
restorative justice for juwveniles that are applicable in modern penal legislation, such as
the execution judge, the conflict settlement judge and the reformist justice programs
