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Abstract

There is no way to peacefully remove the contradiction between one group
and another, or between a group and a group, or between one administration
and another, but interaction and discussion through committees.

On the one hand, it calls for the exchange of opinion or the contribution of
technicians and specialists, where the committees have the time and experience.
Parliament is the most appropriate and optimal place for exchanging visions,
ideas and proposals among the people’s representatives and for discussing
various issues that are brought before it, whether they are related to legislative
or other issues.

Therefore, addressing these issues requires the development and
strengthening of the institutional performance of the parliament, that is,
increasing the parliament’s capabilities to serve its members in the performance
of their tasks by finding mechanisms for this, including relying on the
parliamentary committees system, which has proven its effectiveness by the
dependence of many parliaments on it in performing the assigned tasks. It has,
with its different types, classifications, competencies, and restrictions imposed
on it, from one political system to another, and from one parliament to another.

This study sheds light on the nature of parliamentary committees and the
importance of their presence in all types of parliaments, and their prominent
role in activating parliamentary work and practice; Considering that they are
the backbone of the parliament and the measure by which the strength or
weakness of these parliaments is measured.
