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Abstract

This study deals with the subject of the tender, as one of the most important management
methods in implementing its contracts with other natural or legal persons, in order to
implement its projects or obtain certain services or supplies necessary to ensure the
functioning of public utilities in order to achieve the public interest.

The tender is the main method for selecting the contractor with the administration, and its
announcement aims to invite the largest possible number of those wishing to contract to
submit their offers according to specific conditions set by the administration, and then they
are studied by special committees to choose the best of these offers from the technical and
financial aspects.

The subject of the study derives its importance from the importance of the management
contracts themselves, all of which aim to ensure the functioning of public utilities, and
usually respond to large projects with high financial costs paid from public funds.

The problem of this study is to clarify the extent to which the Syrian legislator has succeeded
to formulate the bases of the tender in a mitigation of the complexity of the administrative
and contractor and achieve the balance between the management of the department and the
rights of contenders.

In this study, the comparative analytical approach was followed, by studying the tender with
all its provisions and procedures, analyzing the texts regulating it with the aim of clarifying
everything related to it, and comparing the relevant Syrian and Egyptian legislative texts, and
then identifying its pros and cons, if any. The study is divided into two chapters, the first
chapter is devoted to talking about the nature of the tender and the principles governing it,
and the restrictions contained on these principles, while the second chapter dealt with the
procedural rules for contracting in the manner of tender, starting with the preparatory
procedures for contracting, leading to awarding the tender to the winner with the best offer.

At the end of the study, the researcher reached a set of conclusions and recommendations.
Among the most important of these results are:

-There are many flaws, deficiencies and defects contained in the unified contract system in
Syria, compared to the Egyptian low, which is negatively reflected on the conclusion of the
administrative contract by the tender method, in addition to the failure of the executive
instruction of the unified contract system to cover all the aspects of low.

The most important of these recommendations are:

-It's necessary to expedite the issuance of the new contract system, so that it is integrated and
studied and meet the needs of administrative contracts and keeping pace with the legislative
development in the low comparative with regard to the introduction of modern methods of
concluding the administrative contract, such as the method of electronic tendering.
