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Abstract

Education is a human right universally recognized. Therefore, addressing this
right is inseparable from the entire human rights system, this system in which
humanity’s intellectual, political and legal struggle for the advancement of
human has crystallized, which is now seen as transcending his humanity itself,
not with something outside it, and a number of rights were established for him,
including The right to education, based on his human identity, regardless of
any form of discrimination. The importance of the right to education is that it is
considered a gateway through which all other human rights can enter. Through
the 'right to education’, which includes a number of goals and obligations on
states, it is possible to prevent grave violations of human rights. Under
international human rights law, educational systems are entrusted with the task
of promoting peace, peaceful coexistence and respect for human rights and
freedoms. Although international humanitarian law does not explicitly state the
right to education, many of its provisions are aimed at ensuring the continuity
of education during conflicts. It is true that education is a human right under
many legal instruments, today there are 750 million illiterate people around the
world, two thirds of them women, and 258 million children are currently
completely deprived of education, including 14 million children out of school in
the Middle East and North Africa region due to conflict and wars. Therefore,
we will pose the following questions that the study will answer: What protection
does international law provide for the human right to education at the
international and regional levels? What purposes are implied in the purpose
element of the right to education under human rights law? How accurate is the
traditional classification of the right to education as a second generation right?
What are the state's obligations under the right to education? What is the role

of international organizations in promoting this right in times of peace and war?
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
