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Abstract

Constitutional power of the state to distribute power among the various
levels of government Political units will enjoy real and constitutionally guaranteed
autonomy in private departments, and share oversight power.

The constitutional distribution of competencies between the federal
government and the states constitutes the essence of federalism, and since the
constitutional texts regulating the distribution of competencies are of a flexible
nature in order to adapt them to modern developments in the federal state, the
possibility of a conflict of jurisdiction between the federal government and the
states is strongly present, which necessitates the existence of a constitutional
mechanism for separation in jurisdiction disputes.

And about this idea was our research, which dealt with the concept of
conflict of jurisdiction in the federal state, its emergence, and the competencies in
dispute, and then studying the role of the Federal Supreme Court in resolving the

jurisdiction dispute.

This study reached a number of results, namely: that a dispute over

jurisdiction is inevitable between the two levels of government in the federal

states; In view of the duplication of public powers; In addition to the complexity
of the federal system during the actual exercise of these competencies by the
federal and state governments, and that federal constitutions are not uniform in
their methods of distributing constitutional competencies. This study also
indicated that these constitutional competencies, whether exclusive Or joint, and
whether it is concerned with regulating the internal or external affairs of the
country, it constitutes a fertile basis for the emergence of the problem of conflict
over constitutional jurisdiction.

And that most federal constitutions have assigned the task of settling disputes of
constitutional jurisdiction between the different levels of authority to the Federal

Supreme Court, considering it the constitutional guardian of the spirit of the laws
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and principles of the federal constitution, and given its prominent position in
contemporary constitutional systems; In addition, it enjoys guarantees of
impartiality, objectivity and independence in carrying out its duties.

The study also presented some recommendations, including: the necessity of

drafting constitutional texts, especially those related to the distribution of

competencies between the two levels of government, in a precise and clear
formulation; Because it has an important impact on the stability and balance of the
federal system, and to stay away from terms that have several meanings; Which
would open the door to conflicting and possibly contradictory interpretations. The
study also recommended that the exclusive (exceptional) jurisdictions of the states
be defined, while the original and general jurisdiction of the federal government;
Which is reflected positively on the strength and cohesion of the newly established
federal state in the international community.

Working on activating cooperative federalism versus competitive federalism, with
the aim of reducing disputes and maximizing means of coordination and
cooperation between the federal government and state governments; As well as the
necessity of constitutional framing of judicial and non-judicial methods and
mechanisms in dealing with jurisdictional disputes between the federal and state

governments.
