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Abstract

Despite what crime constitutes as a normal social phenomenon in societies, it
is an anomaly and straying from the norm in the lives of individuals. It will remain as
it was until proven otherwise the basis for them is nothingness and uncertainty, and
certainty does not disappear except with certainty like it, and it does not go away with
doubt, just as a person is born on the natural instinct and therefore the principle is that
what was in existence remains as it was until proven otherwise.

By reviewing the principles of legality that govern the work of the judicial police,
it appears to us that the legislator has entrusted its elements with the authority to take
some preliminary procedures for the public case, which aims to collect information
regarding a crime committed so that the investigation authorities can take a decision
on the basis of it whether it is appropriate to initiate a public case.

thus, the issue of the suspect’s guarantees in the preliminary research stage
represented one of the most important topics in the framework of observing the
principles of human rights that have been internationally recognized.

In light of the foregoing, this study sheds light on the general and detailed
outlines of the most prominent guarantees and rights that the suspect should enjoy in
the initial research phase, by extrapolating the most prominent constitutional and legal
texts of the pioneering legislation in the field of human rights and comparing them with
the Syrian Code of Criminal Procedure, leading to Show the advantages and
disadvantages of the Syrian Code of Criminal Procedure in the aspect related to the
subject of the research.

The study concluded with a set of results, revealing some shortcomings that we
hope the Syrian legislator corrects, in support of the supposed innocence of those
accused of committing a certain crime, and purification of the suspicious view that
members of society attach to the role of the judicial police.
